Resten, omlag 39 prosent, gikk
gjennom norske og multilaterale organisasjoner til naermere 60 andre
land.

Samarbeidsland

Begrunnelsen for norsk tilstedeveerelse, bistandsvolum og inn-
satsomrader varierer betydelig fra land til land. Derfor varierer
ogséd maten NORAD folger opp de ulike politiske feringene for
utviklingssamarbeidet fra land til land.

Overgangshistand

NORAD forvaltet i 2002 en bevilgning for stette til overgangen
mellom Kortsiktig humaniteer innsats og langsiktig utvikling i
samarbeidslandene. Denne overgangsbistanden var pa 350 millioner
kroner. Om lag 70 prosent av bevilgningen ble kanalisert giennom
FN, mens resten primaert ble kanalisert gijennom norske frivillige
organisasjoner.

Utviklingssamarbeidet gir resultater: NORAD har i fire ar bidratt til Nepals
grunnutdanningsprogram. En gjennomgang i fijor viste 60 prosents mal-
oppnaelse for programmet. Antall barn som begynner pa skolen er okt fra
70 prosent i 1998 til over 80 prosent i 2002. Samtidig er andelen som slutter
pa skolen for tidlig redusert fra 19,2 prosent til 14,5 prosent. 54 prosent
gjennomferer nd grunnskolen pa normal tid, mot 40 prosent i 1998.
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Bangladesh

Utviklingssamarbeidet med Bangladesh startet da landet ble selv-
stendig i 1971, og det har veert et av hovedsamarbeidslandene
siden 1975. Bangladesh mottar relativt lite internasjonal bistand
og er lite bistandsavhengig. | 2002 var den totale norske bistanden
til Bangladesh 132,6 millioner kroner. 125,4 millioner kroner gikk
gjennom NORAD.

Norge har stottet et stipendprogram for ungdomsskolejenter i
Bangladesh siden 1992. Programmet er na landsomfattende og stottes
ogsa av Verdensbanken og Asiabanken. Den sterste bidragsyteren er
myndighetene selv. Utdanning for jenter prioriteres na hoyt i Bangladesh,
og myndighetene har nylig utvidet stipendordningen til ogsa a inkludere
jenter i videregaende skole.




Uganda

Uganda var et av de forste prioriterte samarbeidslandene for
norsk bistand. Samarbeidet ble avviklet i 1973, under Idi Amins
terrorregime, men gjenopptatt i andre halvdel av 80-tallet. Uganda
mottar mye internasjonal bistand og er sveert bistandsavhengig. |
2002 var den totale norske bistanden til Uganda 260,5 millioner
kroner. 230,5 millioner kroner gikk gjennom NORAD.

Hovedmalet med utviklingssamarbeidet med Uganda er &
stotte opp om landets strategi for fattigdomsreduksjon. Fokus
er pd godt styresett, menneskerettigheter, okonomisk vekst,
utvikling av produktiv sektor og sosial utvikiing. Gjennomgéende
vektlegges hiv/aids, korrupsjonsbekjempelse, kvinner og likestilling,
kapasitetsbygging og milj.

Spesielt i elektrisitetssektoren har norske fagfolk
bidratt. Norge har bidratt til utvidelsen av Owen Falls kraftverket som
produserer det meste av Ugandas strem. Norge har ogsa bidratt til
kratftlinjer til distriktene. Like viktig er det at fagfolk fra Norges vassdrags-
og energidirektorat har bidratt til at Uganda har fatt en energilov som
effektiviserer sektoren.

Tanzania har veert et prioritert samarbeidsland for Norge siden 1966,
og har veert blant de sterste mottakerne av norsk bistand i flere tiar.
Landet mottar mye internasjonal bistand og regnes som middels
bistandsavhengig. | 2002 var den totale norske bistanden til Tanzania
372,7 millioner kroner. 354,1 millioner kroner gikk giennom NORAD.

Utviklingssamarbeidet mellom Norge og Tanzania tar utgangspunkt
i Tanzanias strategi for fattigdomsreduksjon, som ble utarbeidet i
2000. Norge gir budsjettstotte og stette til sektorprogrammer innen
godt styresett, sosial utvikling og landsbygdutvikling. Budsjettstotten
inkluderer statte til finansforvaltning og oppfelgingen av fattigdoms-
planen.

Tanzania startet i 2001 et stort utviklingsprogram for grunnutdanning.
Resultatene etter forste ars rapportering har veaert svaert gode. Over
1,6 millioner nye grunnskoleelever er tatt inn etter fjerning av
skolepengene. Dette er flere enn forventet. Det er bygget 15 991 nye
klasserom pa over 12 000 grunnskoler i landet og 6000 nye laerere er
rekruttert.
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Malawi

Malawi har veert hovedsamarbeidsland siden 1997. Malawi mottar
relativt mye internasjonal bistand og er sterkt bistandsavhengig.
| 2002 var den totale norske bistanden til Malawi 124,2 millioner
kroner. 112 millioner kroner gikk giennom NORAD. Norge forvalter i
tillegg svensk bilateral bistand til Malawi.

Malawis strategi for fattigdomsreduksjon ble utarbeidet i 2002.
Norsk/svensk bistand er konsentrert om godt styresett, hiv/aids,
makrogkonomisk reform og helse. Den negative gkonomiske ut-
viklingen og matvarekrisen har gjort det naturlig & vurdere fremtidig
innsats ogsa innenfor naeringsutvikling og landbruk.

Norge har stottet det nasjonale tuberkuloseprogrammet i Malawi
siden 1987, og programmet er nd en del av den norsk-svenske
innsatsen i Malawi. Tuberkuloseprogrammet har oppnadd betydelige
resultater til tross for beskjedne ressurser i helsevesenet og hiv/aids-
epidemien. Blant annet er dodeligheten kraftig redusert. 70 prosent av
tuberkulosepasientene blir friske. Dette er pa topp i regionen.

Zambia har veert ett av de viktigste samarbeidslandene for
NORAD siden 1967. Norge er blant de sterste bilaterale giverne i
Zambia, som mottar relativt mye internasjonal bistand og er sterkt
bistandsavhengig. | 2002 var den totale norske bistanden til Zambia
232 millioner kroner. 225 millioner kroner gikk gjennom NORAD.

Zambias strategi for fattigdomsreduksjon ble utarbeidet i 2002.
Hovedstolpene i utviklingssamarbeidet er utdanning, godt styresett,
veibygging og veiforvaltning.

Det norsk-stottede programmet Conservation Farming Unit har giennom
flere ar utviklet dyrkingssystemer for smabrukere. Teknologien har de siste
drene, med forholdsvis ugunstige vaerforhold, vist seg sveert effektiv. En
undersokelse viser at ingen av smabrukerne som praktiserte teknologien
siste sesong hadde total avlingssvikt, selv ikke i de verst rammede
omradene. Til sammenligning hadde andre bender i de verst rammede
omradene i mange tilfeller 70 til 100 prosent avlingssvikt pa mais.
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Mosambik

Mosambik har veert et av Norges hovedsamarbeidsland siden 1977,
og eridag blant de sterste mottakerne av norsk bistand. Mosambik
mottar mye internasjonal bistand og er sterkt bistandsavhengig. |
2002 var den totale norske bistanden til Mosambik 308,9 millioner
kroner. Av dette gikk 302,6 millioner kroner giennom NORAD.

Norge har i omlag 20 ar veert en hovedbidragsyter til mosambikiske
myndigheter for & fa i gang utbygging og kommersiell utnytting av
gassfeltene Pande og Temane. Petroleumssektoren i Mosambik repre-
senterer vekstmuligheter i wokonomiske termer som sannsynligvis
overstiger potensialet for de fleste andre sektorer i landet. En positiv
utvikling i denne sektoren vil ogsa gi positive ringvirkninger som
vekstimpuls til andre sektorer og vil dramatisk kunne bedre Mosambiks
betalingsbalanse og finansielle situasjon.

Mozambique

Mozambique has been one of Norway’s main partner countries since
1977, and is today one of the largest recipients of Norwegian development
assistance. Mozambiqgue receives a large amount of international development
assistance and is highly dependent on this assistance. In 2002, Norwegian
development assistance to Mozambique totalled NOK 308.9 million. Of this,
NOK 302.6 million went through NORAD.

The principal objective for the development cooperation with Mozambique is
to help reduce the country’s poverty, in line with Mozambique’s own poverty
reduction strategy, which was drawn up in 2002. The most important factors
for reducing poverty outlined in the strategy are economic growth, education,
increased productivity in family farming, employment, and improved infra-
structure in rural areas.

For about 20 years, Norway has been one of the main providers of
assistance to the Mozambique authorities in starting up the development
and commercial exploitation of the Pande and Temane gas fields. The
petroleum sector in Mozambique represents opportunities for growth in
economic terms which probably exceed the potential of most other sectors
in the country. Positive developments in this sector will also have positive
knock-on effects, stimulating growth in other sectors and dramatically
improving Mozambique’s balance of payments and financial situation.
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Zambia \

Zambia has been one of NORAD’s most important main partner countries since
1967. Norway is one of the largest bilateral assistance donors in Zambia, which
receives a relatively large amount of international development assistance, on
which it is highly dependent. In 2002, Norwegian development assistance
to Zambia totalled NOK 232 million. Of this, NOK 225 million went through
NORAD.

Zambia’s poverty reduction strategy was drawn up in 2002. The main pillars
of the development cooperation are education, good governance, roads, and
game management. HIV/AIDS, gender equality and the private sector remain
general areas of focus.

The Norwegian-funded Conservation Farming Unit programme has over
a number of years been developing cultivation systems for smallholders.
The technology has in recent years, with relatively unfavourable weather
conditions, proved to be extremely effective. A survey shows that none
of the smallholders who practised the technology last season had a total
crops failure, not even in the worst hit areas. By comparison, in many
cases other farmers in the worst hit areas lost 70 to 100 per cent of their
maize crop.
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Malawi

Malawi has been a main partner country since 1997. Malawi receives a
relatively large amount of international development assistance and is highly
dependent on this assistance. In 2002, Norwegian development assistance
to Malawi totalled NOK 124.2 million. Of this, NOK 112 million went through
NORAD. Norway also administers Swedish bilateral assistance to Malawi.

Malawi’s poverty reduction strategy was drawn up in 2002. Norwegian/
Swedish development assistance is concentrated on good governance, HIV/
AIDS, macroeconomic reform, and health. The negative economic develop-
ment and food crisis have made it inevitable to consider future efforts in the
fields of trade, private sector development and agriculture.

Norway has supported the tuberculosis programme in Malawi since
1987, and the programme is now part of the Norwegian-Swedish effort
in Malawi. The tuberculosis programme has achieved considerable
results in spite of the health service’s modest resources and the HIV/AIDS
epidemic. Among other things, mortality has been greatly reduced, and
70 per cent of tuberculosis patients make a recovery. This figure is the
highest in the region.
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Tanzania

Tanzania has been a main partner country for Norway since 1966, and has for
several decades been one of the largest recipients of Norwegian development
assistance. The country receives a large amount of international development
assistance and is considered as medium-dependent on assistance. In 2002,
Norwegian development assistance to Tanzania totalled NOK 372.7 million. Of
this, NOK 354.1 million went through NORAD.

The development cooperation between Norway and Tanzania is based on
Tanzania’s poverty reduction strategy, which was drawn up in 2000. Norway
provides budget support and funding for sector programmes within good
governance, social development and rural development. The budget support
includes funding for financial management and follow-up of the poverty plan.

Tanzania started a major development programme for primary education
in 2001. The results after the first year’s reporting have been excellent.
Over 1.6 million primary school children were admitted to education
after school fees were abolished. This is more than expected. A total of
15,991 new classrooms were built at more than 12,000 primary schools
throughout the country, and 6,000 new teachers were recruited.
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Uganda

Uganda was one of the first main partner countries for Norwegian development
assistance. The development cooperation programme ended in 1973, during
Idi Amin’s terror regime, but was revived again in the second half of the 1980s.
Uganda receives a large amount of international development assistance and
is highly dependent on this assistance. In 2002, Norwegian development
assistance to Uganda totalled NOK 260.5 million. Of this, NOK 230.5 million
went through NORAD.

The main objective of the development cooperation with Uganda is to support
the country’s poverty reduction strategy. The focus is on good governance,
human rights, economic growth, development of the productive sector, and
social development. Recurring emphasis is on HIV/AIDS, women and gender
equality, combating corruption, capacity building, and the environment.

Forty years ago, the first Norwegian peace corps volunteers came to
Uganda. Since then there has been extensive technical and cultural
cooperation between Norway and Uganda. Norwegian engineers have
made a particular contribution in the electricity sector, with Norway
helping to expand the Owen Falls power plant, which produces most
of Uganda’s electricity. Norway has also helped fund power lines to the
regions. Equally importantly, professionals from the Norwegian Water
Resources and Energy Directorate have helped ensure that Uganda has
adopted an Energy Act, which makes the sector more efficient.
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Bangladesh

Development cooperation with Bangladesh began when the country became
independent in 1971, and it has been one of NORAD’s main partner countries
since 1975. Bangladesh has received modest amounts of international
development assistance and is slightly dependent on assistance. In 2002,
Norwegian development assistance to Bangladesh totalled NOK 132.6 million,
NOK 125.4 million of which went through NORAD.

Development cooperation with Bangladesh focuses on education, trade and
industrial development, democracy, and human rights. In addition, Norway
actively supports efforts to promote gender equality and empowerment of
women, and culture.

Norway has funded a scholarship programme for junior secondary school
girls in Bangladesh since 1992. The programme is now nationwide and
is also funded by the World Bank and the Asian Development Bank. The
Bangladeshi authorities contribute most funds themselves. Education for
girls is now being given high priority in Bangladesh, and the authorities
have recently extended the scholarship scheme to include girls receiving
higher secondary schooling.




Nepal

Norway and Nepal signed a development cooperation agreement in 1996.
Nepal has received modest amounts of international development assistance.
The country services its international loans itself and does not receive support
for debt relief. In 2002, Norwegian development assistance to Nepal totalled
NOK 104.7 million. Of this, NOK 94 million went through NORAD.

Nepal’s poverty reduction strategy was adopted in autumn 2002. Development
cooperation focuses on primary schooling, water supplies, the energy sector,
good governance, human rights, and efforts to promote peace.

Development cooperation yields results: NORAD has for four years
contributed to Nepal’s primary education programme. A review last
year showed that 60 per cent of the programme’s objectives had been
achieved. The number of children starting school has risen from 70 per
cent in 1998 to 80 per cent in 2002. At the same time, the proportion of
children leaving school early has been reduced from 19.2 per cent to
14.5 per cent. 54 per cent complete primary schooling in the usual time,
compared with 40 per cent in 1998.

Fifty years of Norwegian development cooperation were com-
memorated in 2002. One important lesson we have learned over
the course of these fifty years is that fighting poverty is an extremely
complex task and that lasting results depend on joint efforts. If we
work alone, we risk being left with castles in the air, full of good
intentions and ideal plans, which will not stand up to reality. -We must
cooperate with aid recipients, and we must cooperate with other
donors. Working with others, we have the opportunity to make a
substantial contribution to the international effort of fighting poverty.

In 2002, NORAD administered approximately NOK 4.235 billion.
Approximately 33 per cent went to main partner countries and
approximately 28 per cent to other partner countries. The remaining
39 per cent went through Norwegian and multilateral organisations
to almost 60 other countries.

Main partner countries

The motivation for a Norwegian presence, volume of development
assistance and areas of priority varies considerably from country to
country. As a result, NORAD also varies the ways in which it follows
up the political guidelines for development cooperation from country
to country.

In the seven main partner countries — Nepal, Bangladesh, Uganda,
Tanzania, Zambia, Malawi and Mozambique — development co-
operation is based on the countries’ own strategies for poverty
reduction. The basis for development cooperation in the 17 other
partner countries also lies in the countries’ own plans and priorities,
although here other circumstances, such as contributions to peace
processes or special focus on environmental issues, can be the main
reason for a Norwegian presence.

The group of other partner countries comprises Angola, Ethiopia,
Eritrea, Mali, Nigeria, South Africa, Zimbabwe, India, Indonesia,
China, Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Vietnam, East Timor, The Palestinian
Area, Guatemala and Nicaragua.

In addition, NORAD provides development assistance through
Norwegian and international organisations, companies and insti-
tutions to around one hundred countries on four continents.

Transitional assistance

In 2002, NORAD administered an allocation to fund the transition
from short-term humanitarian effort to long-term development in the
partner countries. This transitional assistance amounted to NOK 350
million. About 70 per cent of the allocation was channelled through
the United Nations, while the remainder was channelled primarily
through Norwegian non-governmental organisations (NGOs).
