Global partnership for development
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t the end of 2001, there were thirteen years|eft in which

to achieve the Millennium Development Goals. They
include reducing poverty by half, providing primary
education for all and significantly reducing the number of
children who die before they reach the age of five. Intensive
international efforts are required if the Millennium
Development Goals are to be achieved. The rich countries
must provide more assistance, and it must be better
coordinated. The terms of trade and debt must be improved.
And, most important of all, the people in power in the
poorest countries must improve governance, fight corruption
and prepare effective strategies to improve the everyday
lives of the poorest people.

Broad-based international efforts are being made to facilitate
the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals.
Several donors are coordinating their assistance in order to
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reduce the pressure on weak administrative systems in
partner countries. A growing number of developing
countries are preparing poverty reduction strategy papers. It
istoo early to say for sure that these strategies are working,
but there is clearly a growing willingness on the part of
donors and partner countries to alow poverty reduction
strategies to be the basis of their cooperation.

For the developing countries as a whole, the economic and
socia development has been relatively positive in the past
10-20 years. The proportion of peopleliving on lessthan one
dollar a day declined from 29 per cent in 1990 to nearly 23
per cent in 1999. Analyses carried out by the World Bank
show that it is possible to achieve the Millennium
Development Goals in Asia by 2015. Africais the continent
where development has been slowest. Per capitaincome has
stagnated or declined in the past 20 years. The number of
people living on less than one dollar aday remained constant
throughout the 1990s. There are severa reasons for this
disappointing trend: a sharp drop in prices for the region’s
export commaodities, ethnic tensions and violent conflicts,
weak regimes and widespread disease. HIV/ AIDS now pose
aserious challenge in many countriesin sub-Saharan Africa
The strong decline in mortality rates and the rise in life
expectancy that were gradually taking place in sub-Saharan
Africawere reversed in the 1990s.

NORAD is taking part in the internationa fight against
poverty by engaging in long-term development cooperation
and spent more than NOK 4.2 billion in 2001. 46 per cent
went to 12 main partner countries, while 20 per cent went to
12 other countries. In all, 90 countries in all parts of the
world received development assistance through NORAD.
The main reason why assistance is spread among so many
countries is that 30 per cent of bilatera assistance is
channelled through non-governmental organizations.
NORAD provides 90 per cent of their long-term
development cooperation funding.

More than half of NORAD's funds were spent in Africa,
which is the continent having most difficulty in achieving

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Assistance to socia development, including education and
health, accounted for more than 40 per cent of NORAD's
transfers in 2001 and is the most important priority in long-
term development cooperation. The challenge is to ensure
long-term, sustainable development in the social sector.

Almost one third of NORAD’s grants were spent on
measures to promote economic development in 2001.

NORAD wishes to help its partner countries become better
equipped to achieve economic growth, through stronger
focus on improving the operating parameters for private
sector development.

Effortsto combat HIV/AIDS were intensified in 2001. In the
partner countries in Africa, NORAD is actively involved in
national programmes and in joint ventures with other
partners, including the UN.

In 2001, 26.1 per cent of the development assistance
provided through NORAD was fully or partially devoted to
the environment. This figure is higher than in 2000.
Similarly, the figures for assistance focusing on women
show that 27.6 per cent of NORAD’s funding was spent on
projects that particularly focused on women and gender
equality. Thisfigureisamost 3 per cent higher than in 2000.
NORAD increasingly participates in sector programmes
based on a coherent strategy for development of the sector
concerned, whereby several donors provide financing and
technical assistance under the leadership of the authorities of
the partner country. In 2001 approximately NOK 107 million
was allocated for six sector programmes, NOK 30 million
more than the year before. There was a similar rise in budget
support, a system whereby Norwegian assistanceis allocated
to the state budgets of partner countries in order to
strengthen their efforts in priority areas.
